Dear EAZA Tiger Campaign Participants

As you all know the Tiger Campaign has now finished. We at 21st Century Tiger would like to thank
you all for all your hard work.

We have had many zoos enquire as to whether they can continue supporting tiger conservation
through us, even though the campaign has officially finished. Obviously, we would be delighted to
continue working with you all and would therefore like to tell you about our new facility for zoos to
continue their link with 21st Century Tiger.

What we will offer your zoo

As with the EAZA Tiger Campaign, 21st Century Tiger will provide the facility for zoos to gain access
to regular reports, updates and new pictures from the projects that are funded. Up until now, this has
been available to zoos on the EAZA website. From January 2005, zoos will be able to download all
this information and more, from the 21st Century Tiger website (www.21stcenturytiger.org). Some of
the information, pictures for example, will only be available to those continuing to support us. Zoos
will be issued with a password allowing them exclusive access to the secure area on the website and
allowing them to download images. All campaign participants have already signed a form
undertaking to use the pictures only for education and conservation purposes and to credit the
photographers wherever the pictures are used. This agreement remains in force, and any new
supporters that did not participate in the EAZA Tiger Campaign will need to sign this form before
obtaining access to the secure area on the 21st Century Tiger website.

The certificate system will be continued. However, the targets have been raised because everyone did
so well last year! The new awards will be as follows:

BRONZE £2,000

SILVER £10,000
GOLD £25,000
PLATINUM  £50,000

The Euro equivalents will be calculated in January 2005.

The certificates will be redesigned and will have a "new look" so even if you have been awarded one
already, you can continue to show people how well your zoo is doing!

The projects

Most of the projects supported during the EAZA Tiger Campaign will continue to be funded by 21st
Century Tiger in 2005. This will allow you to remain in touch with the projects you already know and
see how they progress. Information on all other projects 21st Century Tiger funds from now on will
also be available to zoos and other registered supporters through the website; most are in Russia,
Indonesia and India, but at present there is also one in northern China. We will continue to select
projects with a variety of activities from anti-poaching and education to ecological research, and we
hope that this way there will always be pictures and reports available to you that will appeal to your
Z0o0 visitor.
